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YEK tops annual fundraising goal thanks to former student, recent grants
WICHITA, July 30, 2007 – Three recent grants and a former student helped Youth Entrepreneurs of Kansas exceed its fundraising goal for the 2006-2007 fiscal year by more than $20,000. 
The recent grants include:

· $38,500 from The Kauffman Fund for Kansas City to support YEK programs and staff salaries in the Kansas City, Kansas, area. 
· $30,000 from USA Funds in support of the YEK classroom experience.
· $5,000 from Spirit Aerosystems, Inc. to underwrite teacher training.

YEK met its original $140,000 fundraising goal in early June, and the organization set a new stretch goal of $160,000 for the fiscal year, which ends August 31. The aggressive increase was realized this week, when a former YEK student made the pledge needed to exceed the new target.
Youth Entrepreneurs of Kansas (YEK) is a non-profit organization that works with public schools, teaching business and entrepreneurial skills in the classroom. YEK is in all public high schools in Wichita, Augusta High School, Newton High School, Clearwater High School, Campus High School in Haysville, Kapaun Mt. Carmel, Topeka High School, Highland Park High School in Topeka, Lawrence High School, and four Kansas City, Kansas high schools. Since its beginning, more than 7,000 students have graduated from YEK. YEK was established in 1991 by the Charles G. Koch Foundation. It is a licensed program of the National Foundation for Teaching Entrepreneurship, based in New York. 
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
