James Harris ‘07 Even Took On Capital Hill

Three years ago, if you asked James Harris what he wanted to be, he probably
would have stumbled over the answer or naively stated, “I want to make a lot of
money.” It’s just the kind of thing a teen might say; but all that has changed.

It's 2009 now, and James is a different student; one who’s gained a mature, new
view of the world—and what it takes to be successful. He’s even dined with
President Obama in Washington. And he owes much of it to YEK.

A two-time camp attendee, James won the “Star Camper” award, and also attained
Mogul In Training (MIT) status, allowing him to work with younger campers; plus,
work on his own career preparedness skills like communications, appearance, and
writing cover letters.

Most recently, James enjoyed three once-in-a-lifetime experiences (as well as his
first plane ride). He attended the MTV Inaugural Ball, had lunch with President
Obama, and spoke on Capital Hill, about the positive effects of the problem.

This past spring, James started his first semester at Johnson County Community
College on Camp New Look’s first scholarship award. And though there’s no telling
how far this intelligent, motivated young man will go, James vows “he won't go far
until he’s made a difference in his own community.”

“l had opportunity to go away to college,” admits James, “but | have too much to
accomplish here. | want to do for my hometown first and do YEK proud, too.
