Scholarship Guidelines
I.  Application


Applications for the Lawrence Lions Club Scholarship will be available to members of the current Lawrence High School graduating class.


Applications will be available on or before March 1 and must be returned to the guidance counselor by April 1st.  Applications received after April1st will not be considered.


The committee chairman will consult with the principal and/or guidance counselor to confirm each application.  On or before April 20th, the committee will make its selection.  At the appropriate time, usually graduation, recipients will be notified.

II.  Number of recipients


The scholarship committee will grant a minimum of two scholarships.  Any qualified applicant having a parent who is a member of the Lawrence Lions Club but does not receive a scholarship may receive a special grant.  Both a scholarship and grant will not be given.

III.  Initial qualifications


As this scholarship is not strictly an academic one, all aspects of the application will be considered:  academics, athletics, leadership, citizenship, and community involvement.  Requirements are the following:

1. minimum grade point average of 2.50

2. submission of a completed application

IV. Continued qualifications to recipients


To continue to receive this scholarship, the applicant must meet the following requirements:

1. maintain full-time student classification

2. maintain part-time status with the understanding that additional payments will not be made until the equivalent of full-time status is completed

3. maintain accelerated status at which time additional payments may be made on a one year (two semester/three term) equivalent

4. maintain a grade point average of 2.50

5. provide a grade report and enrollment status to committee chairman or Lions Club treasurer by July 15 each year

If the recipient does not comply with rules established here, he/she may lose the remaining payments and be disqualified.

V.  Value and payments

A maximum value of each scholarship and/or grant shall be $1000 pro-rated over four years (or as substituted according to IV above).  A payment of  $250 will be made at the beginning of the first year with additional $250 payments each consecutive year, providing that all requirements are met.

VI.  Election/committee


The Lawrence Lions Club Scholarship committee shall consist of four members appointed by the Board of Directors.  The committee shall appoint its’ own chairman who will be a non-voting member.
